You are applying for an initial appointment, so in accordance with ISAF Regulation 33.5, you must (a)
be nominated by your Member National Authority, a Class/Owners Association, or the ISAF Race
Officials Committee; and (b) be recommended by your Member National Authority. It is your
responsibility to obtain the nomination and the recommendation. Before you begin, identify the
name(s) of the person(s) who will nominate and recommend you, and obtain their email addresses.
You will need this information to complete the application. Once you have completed this application
form, it will forwarded electronically to the persons you have identified. The nomination and
recommendation can then be completed by them and forwarded electronically to ISAF.

You must get your photo taken with a digital camera. Save the digital photograph as a JPG file (size
240x240 pixels with a file size not larger than 250KB) on the computer you will use to complete the
application form.

The ISAF Race Officials Committee strongly recommends that you refer to the applicable sections of
ISAF Regulation 33 (http://www.sailing.org/raceofficials/isafreq33) which contains the criteria for being
certified as an ISAF race official.
