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ISAF INTERNATIONAL CLASSES
INTERNATIONAL JURIES AT WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS

Requirements
Under ISAF Regulation 10.10, an ISAF International Class must appoint an International Jury for its World Championships unless ISAF agrees otherwise.
This document sets out the principles that ISAF will apply when assessing applications to dispense with this requirement.
The decision whether or not to approve an application is made jointly by the Chairman of Race Officials Committee, the Chairman of the International Judges Sub-committee and the ISAF Secretariat.
Applications for dispensation must be made in good time and well before the appointment of officials for the event.  Event organisers should not assume ISAF will grant approval and ISAF may impose conditions on any approval.
Principles
The main issues that ISAF will consider are:
Whether or not the relevant MNA has given its written approval.
The number of hearings there has been at the previous three events.
The names, nationality, qualifications and experience of the proposed protest committee.
[bookmark: _GoBack]If the protest committee is appealable, how long an appeal will take to be decided.
The type of boat.
Whether ISAF has granted approval previously.
Any other information ISAF considers relevant.
It is unlikely that ISAF will approve an application based solely on the cost of appointing an International Jury (except in areas such as Oceania).
